A Short Presentation of Chamber of Craft of Slovenia:  48.000 craftsmen and entrepreneurs are associated in their rank organisation – Chamber of Craft. It is lead and managed by crafstmen themselves. The basic tasks are: representation of members towatrds the state and defence of their interests, information, services fior members (for example advicing in all field of members' activities, organisation of training and seminars, organisation of International Fair of Crafts in Celje, organisation of participation of members in other fairs in the country and abroad, organisation of business meetings), performing public authorisations (for example, issuing of licences and permits to transporters). All craftsmen are also members of their regional chambers of craft (there are 62 in Slovenia) – these are the first contact of a craftsman with the chamber. Branch questions are solved within professional sections (there are 28 of them. One of them is also the Section of Transport which associates 7000 members – entrepreneurs from all fields of road traffic (transporters in international and domestic transport, bus drivers, managers of construction mechanisation and taxi drivers). As a whole, we are a strong and representative partner in discussions with state institutions when creating transport policy and regulations which are important for this branch.

Taxi drivers have to face several problems every day, so they decided to associate and organise themselves. Under the patronage of Chamber of Craft of Slovenia, there was a Committee of Taxi Drivers named a year ago. This Committee represents 800 rank colleagues from entire Slovenia.

There are 795 ctaftsmen or enterprises having 1425 vehicles in their ownership in Slovenia. They are aware of the fact that, in some environments, this activity has a bad reputation, so they try to achieve a better image of their services.

The problems of taxi drivers are above all in following fields: prices of taxi services – different prices, regulation on taxi stops (lack of taxi stops in cities), increase of black labour (misuses of licences) and uneffective control by inspectors. Vehicles, by which taxi transports are done, must be checked every 6 months which means that a taxi driver has additional costs. Additional cost is also insurance of vehicles because taxies belong to a risk group which means an increase of 40% of regular price for insurance. We named some problems which our legal taxi drivers face with and which is not comparable with the unloyal competition working ilegally.
